Inside mount: Use the stickers on the headrail to find the bracket center for each bracket.
The bracket is able to move within the 2" area shown on the sticker.

(CARE AND CLEANING

Remove The Blinds
1. Fully raise the blinds.

2. While holding the headrail, pUSh in towards 3. Rotate towards yourse[f to remove.
the brackets and then rotate towards yourself.

Cleaning Procedures

The following options are available if your blinds needs cleaning.

Dust Removal

In most cases, just use a feather duster to gently dust off regularly.

Vacuuming

Use a low-suction hand-held vacuum cleaner to remove dust more thoroughly.

Hair Dryer

Use a hair dryer and turn on the cold air to blow away the dirt and debris between the blades.

Spot Cleaning

e Dampen a clean cloth and wring out, then wipe the blinds down.

e Allow the blinds to dry in the completely lowered position.

NOTE:

The Warning labels on the bottom-rails of corded window coverings contain important safety
information.
